10.1 Each vessel will perform a radio check with the starter on VHF ch72 at
least 10 minutes prior to the start of the race.

10.2 Races will be started by using rule 26 with the warning signal given 5
minutes before the starting signal.

10.2*  The starting line will be a line between the start vessel and outer red channel
marker.
11* THE FINISH

The finishing line will be a line between a buoy opposite CCYS and the front
of CCYS club house.
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TIME LIMITS
Time limits are as follows:

PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

SAFETY REGULATIONS

A Dboat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as
possible.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to
mobile telephones.
